The meeting was called to order at 8.57 pm by Duane Young.

Old Items:
The minutes from the prior board meeting on October 27, 2007 were reviewed and approved by the board with no changes.

New Items:

Membership Cards:
Jay passed around examples of cost effective memberships to use for the 2008-2009 membership year that can be printed by the society secretary. A discussion ensued on whether we should have membership cards at all. Duane voiced his opinion that we should have membership cards. Don put forward a formal motion to have membership cards, Shea seconded, and approved by the board. Jay will follow-up with the vendor on pricing and additional examples.

Ambassador Program
Duane reviewed his concept of the WAHS Ambassador Program with the board. The idea is to have individuals promote the goals and values of WAHS wherever they travel. Currently we have two Ambassador’s – Jim “JET” Thompson in Columbus OH and Danielo Vrolijk in Aruba. It is important to have educational programs for our members to highlight the history of the airline industry and to fulfill our IRS tax-exempt status as a 501 © (3) not-for-profit organization. The board will take on the responsibility of finding additional Ambassador candidates in Europe.

Membership Roster:

Bill shared the current membership list with the board. As of July 12, WAHS has 338 active members of all categories. However, 213 members’ memberships expired with issue 6/2008. Bill will mail out membership renewal notices after AI 2008.

Educational Programs:
The board continued the discussion on a greater emphasis on educational aspects of the organization. Bill reviewed his ideas for seminars and tours for Airliners International 2009 in Orlando. Shea volunteered to host a column in the Log with questions and answers from our members. 

Advertising:

WAHS needs additional advertising revenue to offset our printing and postage expenses. Potential advertisers have indicated that they would like to see a full color magazine but this is not economically feasible now. Jay will pursue advertising opportunities and coordinate efforts with our Ambassadors to spread the word about the Log.

Air & Space Museum:

Duane stressed the need to reach out to other museums to see if WAHS can set up a display of commercial aviation related memorabilia. He mentioned a museum in Alabama that would like to have items on display. Shea and Don will also talk to Ron Davies to see what it would take to have WAHS recognized with a display in the National Air & Space Museum.

Future Airliners International Events:

Jay explained his frustration with finding hotels in the Portland OR and Seattle areas that have the space available for our group at an affordable price. Ideas were tossed about rotating the show between key cities, hub cities or not at all. Should the board host the show or a local committee? The AI discussion was tabled for a future meeting as it was recognized that we don’t have any candidates for the 2010 show at this time.

Next Board Meeting:

The board previously agreed to have the annual board meeting at that year’s AI event followed by one other meeting during the year. Our next board meeting will be at the January 24, 2009 LAX show at 4 pm. The motion to have the meeting was brought forward by Don and seconded by Dick. The board approved.
Other Items:

Bill Demarest brought forward a proposal from the LeRoy Brown, President of the U.S. Airline Industry Museum Foundation, to merge organizations or form a strong partnership to benefit both groups. USAIMF owns Convair 240 N1022C currently parked in Daytona Beach FL. The board debated the merits of merging groups. In the end, the board resolved to have a tie-in with USAIMF with no financial commitment or binding obligation. Bill Gawchik proposed the motion, seconded by Marshall, and approved by the board.

Meeting Adjournment:

The meeting adjourned at 10.30 pm. Motioned by Jay and seconded by Don.
